      Being Taught By God!
John 14:26  But the Comforter, which is the holy Ghost, whom the Father wil send in my name, he shal teach you al things, & bring al things to your remembrance, whatsoeuer I haue said vnto you. 
Joh 14:27  Peace I leaue with you, my peace I giue vnto you, not as the world giueth, giue I vnto you: let not your heart bee troubled, neither let it bee afraid. 

Joh 14:16  And I will pray the Father, and hee shall giue you another Comforter, that he may abide with you for euer, 
Joh 14:17  Euen the Spirit of trueth, whom the world cannot receiue, because it seeth him not, neither knoweth him: but ye know him, for hee dwelleth with you, and shall be in you. 
Joh 14:18  I wil not leaue you comfortlesse, I will come to you. 
Joh 14:19  Yet a litle while, and the world seeth me no more: but ye see me, because I liue, ye shall liue also. 

Joh 15:26  But when the Comforter is come, whom I wil send vnto you from the Father, euen the Spirit of trueth, which proceedeth from the Father, hee shall testifie of me. 

Joh 16:7  Neuerthelesse; I tell you the trueth, it is expedient for you that I goe away: for if I goe not away, the Comforter will not come vnto you: but if I depart, I will send him vnto you.

Joh 16:13  Howbeit, when hee the spirit of trueth is come, he wil guide you into all trueth: For he shall not speake of himselfe: but whatsoeuer he shall heare, that shall he speake, and he will shew you things to come. 
Joh 16:14  He shall glorifie me, for he shall receiue of mine, and shall shew it vnto you.

Rom 8:11  But if the spirit of him that raised vp Iesus from the dead, dwell in you: he that raised vp Christ from the dead, shall also quicken your mortall bodies, by his spirit that dwelleth in you. 
Rom 8:12  Therfore brethren, we are detters, not to the flesh, to liue after the flesh. 
Rom 8:13  For if ye liue after the flesh, ye shall die: but if ye through the spirit doe mortifie the deeds of the body, ye shall liue. 
Rom 8:14  For as many as are led by the spirit of God, they are the sonnes of God. 
Rom 8:15  For ye haue not receiued the spirit of bondage againe to feare: but ye haue receiued the spirit of adoption, whereby we cry, Abba, father. 
Rom 8:16  The spirit it selfe beareth witnes with our spirit, that we are the children of God. 

Mat 4:1  Then was Iesus led vp of the Spirit into the wildernesse, to bee tempted of the deuill. 
Mat 4:2  And when hee had fasted forty dayes and forty nights, hee was afterward an hungred. 
Mat 4:3  And when the tempter came to him, hee said, If thou be the sonne of God, command that these stones bee made bread. 
Mat 4:4  But he answered, and said, It is written, Man shall not liue by bread alone, but by euery word that proceedeth out of the mouth of God. 

Psa 31:5  Into thine hand I commit my spirit: thou hast redeemed mee, O Lord God of trueth. 

Joh 4:22  Ye worship ye know not what: we know what we worship: for saluation is of the Iewes. 
Joh 4:23  But the houre commeth, and now is, when the true worshippers shall worship the Father in spirit, and in trueth: for the Father seeketh such to worship him. 
Joh 4:24  God is a Spirit, and they that worship him, must worship him in spirit, and in trueth. 

Eph 1:12  That we should be to the praise of his glorie, who first trusted in Christ. 
Eph 1:13  In whom ye also trusted, after that ye heard the word of trueth, the Gospel of your saluation: in whom also after that yee beleeued, yee were sealed with that holy Spirit of promise, 
Eph 1:14  Which is the earnest of our inheritance, vntill the redemption of the purchased possession, vnto the praise of his glorie. 

Eph 5:5  For this ye know, that no whoremonger, nor vncleane person, nor couetous man who is an idolater, hath any inheritance in the kingdome of Christ, and of God. 
Eph 5:6  Let no man deceiue you with vaine words: for because of these things commeth the wrath of God vpon the children of disobedience. 
Eph 5:7  Bee not yee therefore partakers with them. 
Eph 5:8  For yee were sometimes darkenesse, but now are yee light in the Lord: walke as children of light, 
Eph 5:9  (For the fruite of the spirit is in all goodnesse and righteousnesse & trueth.) 
Eph 5:10  Proouing what is acceptable vnto the Lord: 
Eph 5:11  And haue no fellowship with the vnfruitfull workes of darkenesse, but rather reproue them. 

1Jn 5:4  For whatsoeuer is borne of God, ouercommeth the world, and this is the victorie that ouercommeth the world, euen our faith. 
1Jn 5:5  Who is he that ouercommeth the world, but he that beleeueth that Iesus is the Sonne of God? 
1Jn 5:6  This is hee that came by water and blood, euen Iesus Christ, not by water onely, but by water and blood: and it is the Spirit that beareth witnesse, because the Spirit is trueth. 
1Jn 5:7  For there are three that beare record in heauen, the Father, the Word, and the holy Ghost: and these three are one. 
1Jn 5:8  And there are three that beare witnesse in earth, the Spirit, and the Water, and the Blood, and these three agree in one. 
1Jn 5:9  If we receiue the witnesse of men, the witnesse of God is greater: for this is the witnesse of God, which hee hath testified of his Sonne. 
1Jn 5:10  Hee that beleeueth on the Sonne of God, hath the witnesse in himselfe: he that beleeueth not God, hath made him a liar, because he beleeueth not the record that God gaue of his Sonne. 
1Jn 5:11  And this is the record, that God hath giuen to vs eternall life, and this life is in his Sonne. 
1Jn 5:12  Hee that hath the Sonne, hath life; and hee that hath not the Sonne, hath not life. 

Psa 71:17  O God, thou hast taught me from my youth: and hitherto haue I declared thy wonderous workes

Psa 119:97  [MEM.] O How loue I thy Law! it is my meditation all the day. 
Psa 119:98  Thou through thy Commandements hast made me wiser then mine enemies: for they are euer with mee. 
Psa 119:99  I haue more vnderstanding then all my teachers: for thy Testimonies are my meditation. 
Psa 119:100  I vnderstand more then the ancients: because I keepe thy precepts. 
Psa 119:101  I haue refrained my feete from euery euill way: that I may keepe thy word. 
Psa 119:102  I haue not departed from thy Iudgements: for thou hast taught me. 
Psa 119:103  How sweet are thy words vnto my taste! yea, sweeter then hony to my mouth. 
Psa 119:104  Through thy precepts I get vnderstanding: therefore I hate euery false way. 
Psa 119:105  [NVN.] Thy word is a lampe vnto my feete: and a light vnto my path. 
Pro 4:1  Heare, ye children, the instruction of a father, and attend to know vnderstanding. 
Pro 4:2  For I giue you good doctrine: forsake you not my law. 

Pro 4:3  For I was my fathers sonne, tender and onely beloued in the sight of my mother. 
Pro 4:4  He taught me also, and said vnto me, Let thine heart reteine my wordes: keepe my commandements, and liue. 
Pro 4:5  Get wisedome, get vnderstanding: forget it not, neither decline from the wordes of my mouth. 
Pro 4:6  Forsake her not, and she shall preserue thee: loue her, and she shall keepe thee. 
Pro 4:7  Wisedome is the principall thing, therefore get wisedome: and with all thy getting, get vnderstanding. 

Pro 4:10  Heare, O my sonne, and receiue my sayings: and the yeeres of thy life shalbe many. 
Pro 4:11  I haue taught thee in the way of wisedome: I haue lead thee in right pathes. 
Pro 4:12  When thou goest, thy steps shall not be straitned, and when thou runnest, thou shalt not stumble. 
Pro 4:13  Take fast hold of instruction, let her not goe; keepe her, for she is thy life. 
Pro 4:14  Enter not into the path of the wicked, and goe not in the way of euill men. 
Pro 4:15  Auoid it, passe not by it, turne from it, and passe away. 
Pro 4:16  For they sleepe not except they haue done mischiefe: and their sleepe is taken away vnlesse they cause some to fall. 
Pro 4:17  For they eate the bread of wickednesse, and drinke the wine of violence. 
Pro 4:18  But the path of the iust is as the shining light that shineth more and more vnto the perfect day. 
Pro 4:19  The way of the wicked is as darknes: they know not at what they stumble. 
Pro 4:20  My sonne, attend to my words, incline thine eare vnto my sayings. 
Pro 4:21  Let them not depart from thine eyes: keepe them in the midst of thine heart. 
Pro 4:22  For they are life vnto those that find them, and health to all their flesh. 
Pro 4:23  Keepe thy heart with all diligence: for out of it are the issues of life. 
Pro 4:24  Put away from thee a froward mouth, and peruerse lips put farre from thee. 
Pro 4:25  Let thine eyes looke right on, and let thine eye lids looke straight before thee. 
Pro 4:26  Ponder the path of thy feet, and let all thy wayes be established. 
Pro 4:27  Turne not to the right hande nor to the left: remoue thy foot fro euil. 

Isa 29:13  Wherefore the Lord said, Forasmuch as this people draw neere mee with their mouth, and with their lips doe honour me, but haue remoued their heart farre from me, and their feare towards mee is taught by the precept of men: 
Isa 29:14  Therefore behold, I will proceed to do a marueilous worke amongst this people, euen a marueilous worke and a wonder: for the wisedome of their wise men shall perish, and the vnderstanding of their prudent men shall be hid. 

Isa 40:10  Behold, the Lord God will come with strong hand, and his arme shall rule for him: behold, his reward is with him, and his worke before him. 
Isa 40:11  He shall feede his flocke like a shepheard: he shall gather the lambes with his arme; and carie them in his bosome, and shall gently lead those that are with yoong. 
Isa 40:12  Who hath measured the waters in the hollow of his hand? and meted out heauen with the spanne, and comprehended the dust of the earth in a measure, and weighed the mountaines in scales, and the hilles in a balance? 
Isa 40:13  Who hath directed the spirit of the Lord, or, being his counseller, hath taught him? 
Isa 40:14  With whom tooke he counsell, and who instructed him, and taught him in the path of iudgement? and taught him knowledge, and shewed to him the way of vnderstanding? 
Isa 40:15  Behold, the nations are as a drop of a bucket, and are counted as the small dust of the balance: behold, hee taketh vp the yles as a very litle thing. 
Isa 40:16  And Lebanon is not sufficient to burne, nor the beasts thereof sufficient for a burnt offring. 
Isa 40:17  All nations before him are as nothing, and they are counted to him lesse then nothing, and vanitie. 
Isa 40:18  To whom then will ye liken God? or what likenesse will ye compare vnto him? 
Isa 40:19  The workeman melteth a grauen image, and the goldsmith spreadeth it ouer with golde, and casteth siluer chaines. 
Isa 40:20  He that is so impouerished that he hath no oblation, chooseth a tree that will not rot; he seeketh vnto him a cunning workeman, to prepare a grauen image that shall not be mooued. 
Isa 40:21  Haue yee not knowen? haue yee not heard? hath it not beene tolde you from the beginning? haue yee not vnderstood from the foundations of the earth? 
Isa 40:22  It is he that sitteth vpon the circle of the earth, and the inhabitants thereof are as grashoppers; that stretcheth out the heauens as a curtaine, and spreadeth them out as a tent to dwel in: 
Isa 40:23  That bringeth the princes to nothing; hee maketh the Iudges of the earth as vanitie. 
Isa 40:24  Yea they shal not be planted, yea they shall not be sowen, yea their stocke shall not take roote in the earth: and he shall also blow vpon them, & they shall wither, and the whirlewinde shall take them away as stubble. 
Isa 40:25  To whom then will ye liken me, or shal I be equall, saith the Holy One? 
Isa 40:26  Lift vp your eyes on high, and behold who hath created these things, that bringeth out their host by number: he calleth them all by names, by the greatnesse of his might, for that hee is strong in power, not one faileth. 

Isa 40:27  Why sayest thou, O Iacob, and speakest O Israel, My way is hid from the Lord, and my iudgement is passed ouer from my God? 
Isa 40:28  Hast thou not knowen? hast thou not heard, that the euerlasting God, the Lord, the Creatour of the ends of the earth, fainteth not, neither is wearie? there is no searching of his vnderstanding. 
Isa 40:29  He giueth power to the faint, and to them that haue no might, he increaseth strength. 
Isa 40:30  Euen the youths shall faint, and be weary, and the yong men shall vtterly fall. 
Isa 40:31  But they that waite vpon the Lord, shall renew their strength: they shall mount vp with wings as Eagles, they shal runne and not be weary, and they shall walke, and not faint. 

Isa 54:13  And all thy children shalbe taught of the Lord, and great shalbe the peace of thy children. 

Joh 6:43  Iesus therefore answered, and said vnto them, Murmure not among your selues. 
Joh 6:44  No man can come to me, except the Father which hath sent me, draw him: and I will raise him vp at the last day. 
Joh 6:45  It is written in the Prophets, And they shall be all taught of God. Euery man therefore that hath heard, and hath learned of the Father, commeth vnto me, 
Joh 6:46  Not that any man hath seene the Father; saue hee which is of God, hee hath seene the Father. 
Joh 6:47  Uerely, verely I say vnto you, Hee that beleeueth on me, hath euerlasting life. 

Gal 1:6  I marueile, that you are so soone remoued from him, that called you into the grace of Christ, vnto an other Gospel: 
Gal 1:7  Which is not another; but there bee some that trouble you, and would peruert the Gospel of Christ. 
Gal 1:8  But though we, or an Angel from heauen, preach any other Gospel vnto you, then that which wee haue preached vnto you, let him be accursed. 
Gal 1:9  As we said before, so say I now againe, If any man preach any other Gospel vnto you, then that yee haue receiued, let him be accursed. 
Gal 1:10  For doe I now perswade men, or God? or doe I seeke to please men? For if I yet pleased men, I should not bee the seruant of Christ. 
Gal 1:11  But I certifie you, brethren, that the Gospel which was preached of me, is not after man. 
Gal 1:12  For I neither receiued it of man, neither was I taught it, but by the reuelation of Iesus Christ. 

Eph 4:17  This I say therefore and testifie in the Lord, that yee henceforth walke not as other Gentiles walke in the vanitie of their minde, 
Eph 4:18  Hauing the vnderstanding darkened, being alienated from the life of God, through the ignorance that is in them, because of the blindnesse of their heart: 
Eph 4:19  Who being past feeling, haue giuen themselues ouer vnto lasciuiousnesse, to worke all vncleannesse with greedinesse. 
Eph 4:20  But ye haue not so learned Christ: 
Eph 4:21  If so be that ye haue heard him, and haue bene taught by him, as the trueth is in Iesus, 
Eph 4:22  That yee put off concerning the former conuersation, the olde man, which is corrupt according to the deceitfull lusts: 
Eph 4:23  And bee renewed in the spirit of your minde: 
Eph 4:24  And that yee put on that new man, which after God is created in righteousnesse, and true holinesse. 

Col 2:6  As yee haue therefore receiued Christ Iesus the Lord, so walke yee in him: 
Col 2:7  Rooted and built vp in him, and stablished in the faith, as yee haue bene taught, abounding therein with thankesgiuing. 
Col 2:8  Beware lest any man spoile you through Philosophie and vaine deceit, after the tradition of men, after the rudiments of the world, and not after Christ: 
Col 2:9  For in him dwelleth all the fulnesse of the Godhead bodily. 
Col 2:10  And ye are complete in him, which is the head of all principalitie, & power. 

1Jn 2:26  These things haue I written vnto you, concerning them that seduce you. 

1Jn 2:27  But the anointing which ye haue receiued of him, abideth in you: and yee need not that any man teach you: But, as the same anointing teacheth you of all things, and is trueth, and is no lye: and euen as it hath taught you, ye shall abide in him. 
1Jn 2:28  And now, little children, abide in him, that when hee shall appeare, wee may haue confidence, and not bee ashamed before him at his comming. 
1Jn 2:29  If ye know that he is righteous, ye know that euery one which doeth righteousnesse, is borne of him.
